REGULAR MEETING

The Oakland Housing Authority Board of Commissioners convened a Regular Meeting in the Board of Commissioners Room, first floor, at 1619 Harrison Street, Oakland, California on the above date.  Chair Gregory Hartwig presided and called the meeting to order at approximately 6:08 p.m.

III. Approval of Minutes:
Approval of Minutes of the Special Meeting December 5, 2016.
Commissioner Jung-Lee moved for approval, Commissioner Hurd seconded the motion and the board voted unanimous approval.
IV. Old or Unfinished Business:

V. Modifications to the agenda

VI. New Business:

A. Welcome and introduction of Anne E. Griffith to the Housing Authority Board of Commissioners.
Executive Director Johnson opened the item and introduced OHA’s most recently appointed Commissioner to the staff and public.
B. Consideration of a resolution appointing twenty-seven (27) members to the Oakland Housing Authority Resident Advisory Board.
Executive Director Johnson introduced the item and provided a brief background of the RAB board and its members

Commissioner Hurd moved for approval; Commissioner Castillo seconded the motion and the board voted unanimous approval.

C. Public Hearing on the proposed Oakland Housing Authority Fiscal Year 2018 Making Transitions Work (MTW) Plan.
Executive Director Johnson introduced the item and PIC Director Henderson who provided the PowerPoint presentation to the Commission.  Included in the MTW Plan was information on Appendix K. – Smoke Free Housing Policy. 

The hearing for comments was opened at approximately 7:20 pm and there was no public comment; the hearing closed at approximately 7:30 p.m.
D. Public Hearing on proposed changes to the Oakland Housing Authority’s Housing Choice Voucher Administrative Plan.

The Administrative Plan proposed changes were presented in the overall PowerPoint presentation given by Director Henderson.
The hearing for comment was opened at approximately 7:30 p.m. and one comment was made from Javon Saucer regarding the new information on Smoke Free Housing Policy for public housing, which is not covered by the Administration Plan but the ACOP, and his comments were recorded below in item VI.E. 
The hearing for public comment was closed at approximately 7:40 p.m.

E. Public Hearing on proposed changes to the Oakland Housing Authority’s Public Housing Admissions and Continued Occupancy Policy.

The ACOP proposed changes were presented in the overall PowerPoint presentation given by Director Henderson.

Javon Saucer gave his comments at the earlier item for this item, regarding changes in public housing to the Smoke Free Housing Policy to be provided for at Lockwood Gardens, wherein he stated that the has been a resident there since attending middle school and is now in his 30’s. The neighborhood is dangerous and no one should be standing outside, especially at night.  There are not enough cameras or lights around the buildings and could leave anyone susceptible to theft or possible injury. He also stated that because there are numerous families with children around the property he expressed that smoking should be done privately or in a safely designated area away from children.
The hearing for comment was opened at approximately 7:40 p.m. and comment was made from Natheal Speed Lavette, a resident at 1621 Harrison Street senior building, regarding the policy of rent to be received by the 5th of each month.  She stated that many seniors receive their social security checks on the 3rd of every month and that 2 days doesn’t give enough time to submit a rent payment by the 5th each month.  She asked if the policy could be changed to receive payment by the 8th or 10th of each month.
There were no other comments brought forward and the public hearing was closed at approximately 7:50 p.m.

F. Presentation and acceptance of the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report (CAFR) for the Housing Authority of the City of Oakland, California for the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2016.
Executive Director introduced the item and COO, Tracy Stabler who provided the PowerPoint presentation of the CAFR report to the Commissioners.  Ms. Stabler began with the presentation stating that the Agency became a third time winner in 2016 of the GFOA Award.  
After the report was thoroughly reviewed with the Commission and questions were taken by the Commissioners during the report presentation, the acceptance of the report was made by Commissioner Castillo and the board voted its unanimous approval.
The Chair, Vice-Chair and several Commissioners expressed their thanks to the COO and finance department staff for their thorough and diligent work on the financial details.

G. Consent Agenda

Items on the Consent Agenda are considered routine and do not require separate discussion.  If a Commissioner wishes to have discussion, or if a member of the public wishes to comment on any consent item, the item may be removed from the consent agenda and considered separately.  Questions or clarifications may be considered by the Commission without removal from the Consent Agenda. The Consent Agenda is adopted in one motion.

Commissioner Hurd moved to approve the Consent Agenda, Commissioner Montgomery seconded the motion; and the board voted unanimous approval.

1. Consideration of a resolution authorizing the Executive Director to negotiate and execute a contract with BBI Construction as the General Contractor for the Oak Grove North and Oak Grove South rehabilitation up to an amount not-to-exceed of $75,000 in Pre-Construction services.
2. Consideration of a resolution approving the Oakland Housing Authority Public Records Act Policy.

3. Consideration of a resolution authorizing the Executive Director to purchase Commercial Automobile Liability Insurance from the HAI Group and to make the payment of the annual premium in the amount of $238,252. 

4. Consideration of two resolutions approving the conditional award of one-hundred and twenty-one (121) Project-Based Section 8 Vouchers to Christian Church Homes for Westlake Christian Terrace West and the award of twenty-five (25) Section 8 Project-Based Vouchers to Satellite Affordable Housing Associates for the Kenneth Henry Court (15 vouchers), and Eastside Arts & Housing, LLC ten (10 vouchers), and authorizing the Executive Director to execute a 15-year Project Based Section Award, with the option to extend for an additional 15 years for all projects.
5. Consideration of a resolution authorizing the Executive Director to execute a three-year contract with one additional one-year Option Term, with Tandus Centiva US, LLC to provide flooring with related equipment, products, supplies, installation, and services for the Authority's owned and managed properties in the amount not-to-exceed $450,000 for the initial three-year term, and $150,000 for an additional one-year Option Term.
6. Consideration of three resolutions authorizing the Executive Director to execute contracts with: Kimball, Tirey & St. John, LLP; The Shepherd Law Group; and The Office of Judondi Bolden, Attorney at Law, for legal services related to Unlawful Detainer proceedings, in an amount not to exceed $100,000 for each firm.
7. Consideration of a resolution authorizing the Executive Director to execute a three-year contract with two, one-year Option Terms, with Waste Management of Alameda County, Inc. for the collection of garbage, recycling, and organics at select Authority-owned properties.
8. Consideration of a resolution authorizing the Executive Director to execute a three-year contract, with two additional one-year Option Terms, with Gilson Software Solutions to provide call center services for the Authority's owned and managed properties in the amount not-to-exceed $75,000 for the initial three-year term and $25,000 for each additional one-year Option Term.
9. Consideration of a resolution authorizing the Executive Director to purchase nineteen (19) vehicles from Elk Grove Ford, City of Elk Grove in the amount of $453,784, and one (1) vehicle from Freeway Toyota, City of Hanford in the amount of 31,068.22.
